In addition, students may not substitute for an elective credit until the core requirement has been met in the same field of study (i.e. – Students will need to meet their four English core requirements before a substitution can be made for an English elective course). Additionally, students will be required to complete the corresponding End of Course exam, for classes not exempted through College Credit Plus legislation, immediately following completion of the course.  College preparatory classes and above are weighted at 5.0 at the beginning of the 2016-2017 school year.

Fairland Local School District (the District) will allow a student to “charge” a meal (no a la carte purchases will be allowed) in the event that a child forgets his/her lunch money.  Parents/guardians are encouraged to set up an E-Funds For Schools account to view a child’s balance, receive alerts when the balance is getting low, prepay a child’s meals at their school or send cash daily.  All negative balances will need to be paid off in a timely manner.  The District will allow up to three meals without money to occur, but will send letters, phone calls and emails home to make parents/guardians aware that there is a need to place money in their child’s account.  Once three days worth of meals have been “charged” with no money on their account, we will offer a cheese sandwich and milk so the child does not go hungry for that day.  The offering of a cheese sandwich is not to be a daily occurrence.  Parents/guardians are expected to pay off negative balances, or complete a Free and Reduced Meals application if needed, to prevent negative account balances.  If the District feels this is being abused, we will discontinue offering the cheese sandwich.  The District will not permit accruing negative account balances effective September 6, 2016 and all negative balances are expected to be paid off prior to October 1, 2016.  
I)  Adopt the following resolution:
A RESOLUTION adopting the Plan under the Ohio Public Employees Deferred Compensation Program administered by the Ohio Public Employees Deferred Compensation Board for participation by “eligible employees” of the Fairland Local School District.
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 148 (the “Enabling Statute”) creates the Ohio Public Employees Deferred Compensation Board (the “Board”) and establishes the Ohio Public Employees Deferred Compensation Program (the “Program”) and a copy of the uniform Plan Document for the Program has been provided to the appropriate officer(s) of the Fairland Local School District; and
WHEREAS, the Fairland Local School District is an employer of “Eligible Employee(s)” (as defined by Ohio Revised Code Section 148.01(A)(1)), and thereby may adopt a Plan under the Program; and
WHEREAS, the Fairland Local School District desires to or is required to adopt the Plan under the Program for participation by “eligible employees.”
NOW THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the Fairland Local School District hereby resolves as follows:
The Fairland Local School District hereby adopts the Plan under the Program, and shall properly contract with any Eligible Employee who desires to participate in the Plan. The Fairland Local School District’s Plan shall be the uniform Plan as promulgated by and as amended from time to time by the Board.
The Board is hereby authorized to administer the Plan under the Program, and to do all things necessary or proper for the administration of the Plan, consistent with the Enabling Statutes and all the Rules and Regulations promulgated by the Board, whether by the Ohio Administrative Code or otherwise, and consistent with the Adoption Agreement executed by the Fairland Local School District.
The Treasurer is hereby appointed the Responsible Official who is authorized and directed by the Governing Body to execute the Adoption Agreement.

Consistent with the Adoption Agreement and the Rules and Regulations promulgated by the Board, the proper officials, officers, employees, and agents of the Fairland Local School District are authorized to provide the Board with any information it may properly require for the administration of the Plan under the Program.
