Time Clocks will be installed at Fairland East, Fairland West, Fairland Middle School, Fairland High School, and the bus garage.
General Procedures

· Employees are responsible to start and end their work day at the assigned times.

· It is the responsibility of each employee to monitor time clock punches and to notify the building principal or his/her designee immediately of any problems.  If the building principal or his/her designee determines there are problems with the time clock system, the Technology Coordinator is to be notified immediately.

· Any employee unable to clock in or clock out as a result of unforeseen circumstances must notify the building principal as soon as possible.  The building principal will record the correct time on the time card submitted for payroll processing.  

· Employees cannot clock in or out for another employee.  Any employee who clocks in/out for another employee will be subject to discipline in accordance with Article 38 of the negotiated agreement.

66-10 POLICY CONCERNING THE USE OF TIME CLOCKS (Continued)
Lunch Time

Employees will clock in and out for lunch.
Extra Time/Overtime

· Employees must have prior approval to work extra or overtime hours.  

· Employees who work past their approved schedule and have not received prior approval are required to report the time.

· Employees will be compensated for all time worked for the district.  However, appropriate disciplinary action will result for not following district policies.

Late Start or Early Release

· If the school is operating on a delay, employees should simply clock in when arriving.  Pay will not be altered for arriving at the specified late start time.

· The same procedure applies to an early release situation.

Payroll Information

· Time clock punches will be rounded to the nearest quarter hour.
· Employees are not permitted to clock in more than seven (7) minutes before their scheduled beginning work time or to clock out more than seven (7) minutes after their scheduled work time has ended unless the employee has been authorized to do so.  Clocking in up to seven minutes before or up to seven minutes after the scheduled work time will not be rounded to a quarter hour and will therefore not result in additional compensation.
Discipline

· For this policy, occurrences are defined as portraying a pattern of failing to clock in or out, clocking in early or clocking out late without approval, failing to notify the proper person of a time clock system problem or not clocking in at the assigned time.  
· Occurrences will result in disciplinary action in accordance with Article 38 of the negotiated agreement.

· Falsifying your time in any fashion is grounds for disciplinary action up to and including termination of employment.
