EMPLOYEE CONFLICT OF INTEREST/COMPENSATION OF SCHOOL DISTRICT OFFICIALS BY VENDORS

All District officials and employees (“District Officials”) are required to perform their duties in accordance with Ohio’s ethics laws.  It shall be the policy of the Fairland Local School District that District Officials will not engage in, nor have a financial interest, directly or indirectly, in any transaction that conflicts with their duties and responsibilities in the school system, or raises a reasonable question of conflict regarding same.

It shall also be the policy of the Fairland Local School District that District Officials will not accept anything of value or the promise or offer of anything of value from a vendor that does business or seeks to do business with the School District.

District officials who arrange out-of-state or overnight field trips for students shall not receive cash compensation, gifts, reward points, frequent flyer miles  or other things of value (hereafter collectively referred to as “compensation”) from hotels/motels, travel agents, tour operators, bus companies, and/or any other vendor with whom the field trips are booked. “Frequent Flyer” mileage accrued by District Officials cannot be used to upgrade flyers to business class or first class.  These restrictions apply to both in-state and out-of-state travel.  It shall be the policy of the Fairland Local School District that any form of compensation paid by a vendor to a District Official is “public money” and must be remitted to the Treasurer.

District Officials should be aware that the receipt and acceptance of such compensation poses significant auditing issues and may possibly pose significant legal issues as well.  A  District Official’s receipt of compensation from vendors regulated by, doing business with, or seeking to do business with the District may raise serious issues under one or more of Ohio’s ethics laws, particularly Ohio Revised Code §§ 102.03, 2921.42 and 2921.43. Generally, the ethics laws prohibit a public official or a public employee from (a) using the authority or influence of his or her public office to receive additional compensation for performing their ordinary duties, (b) securing any interest in a public contract, or (c) receiving anything of value that may serve to improperly influence the official in the conduct of his or her duties.  Further, Auditor of State Bulletin 2000-006 concludes the compensation paid to the District Official would not have been paid but for the District Official using the authority of his or her public office to choose the vendor.
